Rep. Naughton gets A+ on “green” report card

STATE HOUSE – The Environment Council of Rhode Island has given Rep. Eileen S. Naughton an “A+” for her environmental voting record during the General Assembly’s 2003 and 2004 sessions.

“It’s an honor to be recognized for something that’s so near and dear to my heart,” said Representative Naughton, who represents District 21 in Warwick. “I’ve been fighting for clean air, water and natural resources all my life, and I’m thrilled that the General Assembly has been recognized for its efforts in bringing environmental matters to the forefront. This was truly a banner year in terms of the environment.”

The Environmental Council looked at legislators’ voting records when it came to bills pertaining to clean air, clean water, renewable energy, sustainable land use, wildlife habitat and transportation issues. Only five other representatives received an “A+” from ECRI.

This year, Representative Naughton played a lead role in crafting the Narragansett Bay legislative package, which will protect and strengthen the bay and its watersheds. She was the main sponsor of the Bay and Watershed Monitoring Act (2004-H 8641Aaa) and of legislation that created a Rhode Island Bays, Rivers, and Watersheds Coordination Team (2004-H 8359Aaa.)

She also cosponsored a bill (2004-H 7914aa) with Rep. Peter Ginaitt that allows the land disposal of dredged materials until September 2012. The General Assembly overrode the governor’s veto on the matter, which was supported by environmentalists, residents, marine trades and the Coastal Resources Management Council (CRMC).

She was also the main sponsor of legislation that would have strengthened noise monitoring at T.F. Green Airport in Warwick (2004-H 8206.)
